District Cllr. Sir William Lawrence advised that the



Stratford-on-Avon District Proposed Submission Core Strategy


is currently undergoing the final public consultation process prior 


to submission to the Inspector.



Cllr. Lawrence informed the Council that Planning application No. 14/01036/FUL Fairfield, Newnham: Single storey front extension and two dormer windows on front roof slope, is due to go to Committee on 10th September and at the West Area Committee meeting last evening the construction of a Solar Panel Farm at Burton Farm was granted as was the application for a drive-through McDonalds on the corner of Western Road.




County Cllr. Horner advised that within the new budget the main 


concerns are the costs of children at risk and adult care.  More 


funds have been allocated for pothole repairs and traffic 



congestion on the Birmingham Road is under investigation.

Planning application No. 14/01124/FUL Rosebank, Shelfield Green: Proposed dormer window to front. Permission granted.




Planning application No. 14/01228/TREE 4 Chapel Lane: Line of Conifers to be reduced by 50%. Tree works deemed consent. 


Planning application No.14/01219/LBC 18 Church Lane, Aston Cantlow: Amendment to existing permission for rear conservatory to raise cill height of glazed window frame. Permission granted.



Planning application No. 14/01036/FUL Fairfield, Newnham: Single storey front extension and two dormer windows on front roof slope. Pending.

Local Government Boundary Commission – Electoral Review of 


Warwickshire:  Cllrs. considered this item and it was agreed that 


no submission was necessary.




Unsatisfactory grass verge cutting: No progress to date.




Notice for the Village Vine advising the date of the first meeting 


of the Parish Plan committee: unfortunately the deadline for 



submission was missed.




Brook Road hedge: no progress to date. 




Passageway between Aston Cantlow Club and the bungalows –         



ownership: No response received from Orbit Heart of England.

10. Stratford on Avon proposed submission Draft Core Strategy:



We had received no objections or comments from parishioners


and as Cllrs. have no concerns it was agreed that no response 


was necessary from Aston Cantlow Parish Council.
11. Proposed actions relating to flood alleviation:



Michael Green has advised that they are awaiting final sign-off of 


the business case from the Environment Agency.  Once they 



have that, they would like to have a meeting in Aston Cantlow 


with affected residents to discuss Property Level Protection 



options (probably September).  We aim to have the Property 


Level Protection scheme completed by February next year.



Cllr. Poole suggested that we should make every effort not to 


lose momentum of what has been achieved so far. Cllr. Findlay 


proposed that, in the first instance, perhaps we could contact 


Mark Holland to discusss whether he would clear the Brook Road 


ditch and what costs would be involved. Cllr. Poole seconded the 


proposal and all agreed – the Clerk was asked to telephone Mr. 


Holland.



The Clerk was also asked to contact Michael Green asking 



whether regular maintenance of the ditches, gullies, etc. is going 


to be carried out and what their schedule is.

12. To discuss and agree what the role of the Parish Council is and what     
interventions we should take:


This item was raised in part due to the minimum number of Councillors 

on the Parish Council and their personal commitments that restrict the 

time they are able to commit to Parish Council Business.



Critically, the Councillors are in agreement that given their small 


numbers, their priority is to ensure the Parish continues to have a 


Council so important items of concern can be addressed locally and 

relevant representation be made at district and county level. An 


example is the recent interest in developing a large solar farm 


development locally.



To help members of the Parish understand the service the Council is 

able to provide Cllrs. have agreed the following priorities;

· To provide a communication channel and representation for the parish 
of Aston Cantlow where it is required
· To receive information from District and County Councils relevant to the operation of the Parish Council

· To respond to planning applications, wherever possible as part of ordinary Council meetings

· To help ensure a continued focus on flooding across the Parish with the County Council so actions to maintain drainage are followed up

· To determine, and subsequently manage the Precept.
· To be responsible for the Parish Council assets and maintain an updated register.

· To act as a point of contact to report maintenance concerns across the Parish.

Cllrs. recognise the above priorities are limited.  If any residents come forward to join the Council we can then consider what additional items can be added to the above list.
A notice of the above to be inserted in the next issue of the Village Vine for the benefit of all parishioners.
