



MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING 

HELD AT THE GUILD HALL, ASTON CANTLOW 

ON THURSDAY 10TH APRIL 2014 – NO. 64
1. Record of Members Present:

4. Minutes of the meetings on 16th January and 13th February 2014:



The minutes were approved by all and signed by the Chairman.
5. Public Participation:
The members of the public in attendance had participated in the Annual Parish Meeting with their comments/questions.



6. District & County Cllr. reports for information only. (Unless known in advance items raised for a decision will appear on the next agenda.)
Cllr. Horner had no particular reports to make from the County but for our information advised that the Stratford on Avon Draft Core Strategy is ongoing. The results of the Gypsy & Traveller Consultation are awaited for insertion into the draft.
Cllr. Horner also reminded us that an Order was made changing the ordinary election dates of Parish Councils within the District to coincide with District ward elections commencing in May 2015 and every four years thereafter. Boundaries have been re-drawn to create single member wards represented by 36 Councillors in future instead of 53.

Prior to the meeting the Clerk had managed to reserve the 
Village Hall for the evening of the 28th April.  Cllr. Harvey 
agreed to prepare a notice for posting on the notice boards and  
website.
8. Planning matters – update on current planning applications:




Planning application No. 14/00153/AGNOT Redlands Farm Newnham Wootton Wawen Henley-in-Arden B95 6DU: Proposed extension to existing agricultural building – Approved.


Courtesy consultation: Planning application No. 13/03140/FUL Lodge Hill Shelfield Green Alcester B49 6JR: Expansion of a National Hunt Training Yard to create second stable yard to provide a block of 20 stables and covered horse-walker to west of the existing yard and all associated works; retention of stable block to east of existing yard providing 6 stables and tack room and retention of timber lunge ring; resulting in total stabling space for 62 horses. (Part retrospective) – Permission with conditions.



Planning application No. 13/03252/FUL Roundhill Lodge, Little Alne: Proposed erection of two and single storey side and rear extensions, porch to front and detached garage to side – Pending.



Planning application No. 14/00513/TREE St. John the Baptist Church T940: Crown lift to clear roof of adjacent property - T932: Holly: remove to ground level – Approved.



Planning application No. 14/00538/LBC Pools Barn Farm, Little Alne: Proposed erection infill extension to cover grain dryer: Application withdrawn.



Planning application No. 14/00395/LBC 18 Church Lane, Aston Cantlow: Conservatory at the rear of house and infill under the existing canopy – Pending.


Consideration of Parish Council response to planning application No. 14/00817/FUL Red Barn, Little Alne: Retrospective permission for the erection of detached garden room to the rear:

Cllr. Harvey proposed that, although this building is slightly closer to the boundary than permitted it doesn’t impact on neighbouring properties and is in keeping with those properties, permission should be granted. Cllr. Findlay seconded the proposal and all were in agreement. 
9. Progress Report for information only:
Dog Bin: This has still not been replaced and the Clerk is pursuing it with SDC.

The utility trench outside Midway has been brought to the attention of the Street Works Team who should be able to ask the utility company to return and carry out remedial works under the warranty period.
Brook Road: Following expressions of concern from a resident about water sitting on Brook Road, followed by a suggestion that grips cut into the verge might assist, the Clerk contacted Paul Rimen, Flood risk Manager, WCC. Mr. Rimen is still looking into the issue as it is not clear cut whether the grips would let water into or out of the ditch if it were full.

Passageway between Aston Cantlow Club and the bungalows:

The Parish Council had been asked by a resident if we would be able to obtain verification of ownership of this walkway, in particular who is responsible for maintaining the tree adjacent to the boundary of the Social Club.  Cllr. Harvey and the Clerk had a meeting with representatives of Orbit Heart of England and Mr. Anslow, who was representing the Club, and it became clear that this was not a matter the Parish Council could resolve. We have written to Susan Steele, Estates Surveyor, SDC requesting that, as a matter of urgency, ownership is resolved.
Erosion of the verge alongside the brook between The Old Green and Teapot Hall, Wilmcote Lane: This report has been passed to the Planned Works Delivery Engineer who will arrange to assess it and in the meantime we were advised that arrangements had been made to replace the damaged and b & w marker posts.
Councillors’ responses to both the Draft Core Strategy Focussed consultation 2011-2013 and Gypsy & Traveller Local Plan consultation had been submitted.

Brook Road hedge: Despite being advised that work was due to be carried out early in the New Year no action has been taken.  Cllr. Findlay asked the Clerk to enquire what is now proposed.

13. Parking on the Village Green:

It had been reported to Cllr. Poole that vehicles are being 
parked on the Green on a fairly regular basis.  Cllr. Findlay 
contacted the resident concerned who advised that she had 
made enquiries with the Community Police before parking there 
to be told it is not illegal to do so.


In the view of the Parish Council the reason the resident is 
using the Green for parking is due to a neighbour dispute that 
has escalated and the Parish Council has no power to pursue 
further action.
